Exhibition catalog, exhibition 2 — “the sight of red”

Welcome to the second exhibition on Galleri Camilla. The
Gallery opened almost half a year ago, and it has since had
quite some visitors. Thank you!

As with the first Galleri Camilla exhibition this one also exists
of three parts - "The Sight of Red", "Ballet Motifs" and
"Male/Female Studies".

"The Sight of Red" consist of several small pictures of red
objects, which are cut and set together in a unity. For a long
time I have had an idea of taking a set of pictures of different
red objects, and when I was given the possibility to use a
digital camera, my dream came true. The pictures are made
out of five series of red photos, which are - red candy, red
flowers, a red toothbrush, an inflatable pillow with red
feathers in it, and different red/pink object as cookies, a hot-
water bottle, a brush and so forth. Red is an extremely warm
and strong color, which together with a light source, creats
many different shades to the color.
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"Ballet Motifs" came into this world shortly after I had
acquired a drawing pen for my computer, earlier I used a
mouse. People, who know me, would probably smile when I
state the following, considering my height and posture I do not
look like a ballet dancer, but I have always had the dream of
becoming one. Ballet dancers have a strong but graceful and
girlish body, and I love anything graceful. Looking at my
pictures they are obviously not elegant, as they are more
square and clumsy, but in their bodies you sense a power
which I like.
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The last part of the exhibition is called "Male/Female
Studies". These motifs are closely related to the classical art-
school with its focus on the body. Here, as in the ballet motifs,
I have "only" use my pen and color palette. It is wonderful to
see how touch sensitive the pen is especially in the
background color of the two pictures. It is the same color, but
with a different pressure on the pen. Color plays an important
role in these as in many other of my pictures.
